s, (U) 1In 1953, Doctor vasilev claimed to have conducted successful
long-distanco tclepathic exporiments boowren Loningrad and Scvastapol,
a distance of {200 niles, with the aid of an ultra-short-vavd

(WIF) radlo transmitter. As 8 result, Doctor Vasilev vas coavinced
that his experiz=ants, and those he conducted jotntly with the
Mogcou-based Sckhterev Brain Iastitute, offercd scientific proof

of telcpathic coamunlications. His next goal vas to identify

the nature of brain energy that produces it (59).

Theorizing on the above experipents, one Soviet scientist suggested
that teclepathic {zpulses are raciated along the 1ines of birs of
{information Iin a cybemmeatic systea. Another sclentist is knovn

to be working on the idca of tica as energy, speculating that
telepathic transoissions cay be propaga:e&fihtough a supposed
time~eacrgy 3ystes, rather than through the slectromagnatic fleld.
