a. The ship was a very large and tall ship. Vague 
perceptions of some sort of structures above the deck of the 
ship were perceived, but not clarified. These structures 
were in the form of poles and lines, but I could not tell 
whether it was sail rigging or such poles and wires as might 
be above a more modern freiqhter. 

b. Quick, static visual of the rear of the ship which 
had its sides raised above the level of the rest of the 
decking (see sketch, page 1 of transcript). Moments later, 
another view of this same area of the ship looked down on a 
name on the rear. I could only see the 1st letter of this 
l"iEuT1(,:·) c:lE'<:.'l.l'"ly, whic:h o,1ppe"'1F·c,::>d to bE.~ an 11 L.".
